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Abstract—A nonmathematical abstract, not exceeding 250 words, is required for all papers. It should be an abbreviated, accurate presentation of the contents of the paper. It should contain sufficient information to enable readers to decide whether they should obtain and read the entire paper. Define all symbols used in the abstract. Do not cite references in the abstract. Do not delete the blank line immediately below the abstract and below the keywords (Times New Roman, 9pt). 
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1. Introduction (12 pt, bold)
The paper must be written in English. It shall contain and be structured in the following way: problem statements, application area, research course, method used, status, results, further research, references.

2. Information (12pt, bold)

2.1. Layout (9pt, italic)

Use Letter Format (8.5’ x 11’). Margins: top & bottom 0.98’, left & right 0.79’ each. 1 column.
Text on the each page must be finished exactly at the bottom of the page. The manuscript has to be written in MS Word format. Use ‘Times New Roman’ fonts with 1.5 line spacing. Manuscript begins with the title and ends with the last reference. Use the whole space of the paper sheet. Avoid leaving a heading at the bottom of a column, with the subsequent text starting at the top of the next page/column.

3. Figures (12pt, bold)

Figures have to be made in high quality, which is suitable for reproduction and print. Color pictures are welcome. Place figure at the top or bottom of a column wherever possible, as close as possible to the first reference to them in the paper. Figure caption appear below the figure left justified, and table caption above the table centre justified, and in upper and lower case letters. When referring to a figure in the body of the text, the abbreviation “Fig.” is used. Each figure should have a number in Arabic numerals. All figures must be incorporated into the text in Portrait orientation and layout formatted as Format AutoShape, In line with Text. Two columns can be combined to one, if a large figure has to be placed.

4. Tables (12pt, bold)

Place table at the top or bottom of a column wherever possible, as close as possible to the first reference to them in the paper. When referring to a table in the body of the text no abbreviation is used e.g. “Table”. Each table should have a number in Arabic numerals. All tables must be incorporated into the text in Portrait orientation. Two columns can be combined to one, if a table of large width has to be placed.

6. Color Pictures

High resolution color pictures integrated in the text body are welcome. However the color schemes will be available for online viewing only, or in the CD version. In case the authors wish to have the color content in the print version, they have to contact the publishing staff for the payment of additional costs.

7. Multimedia Content of your paper 

We encourage the submission of a multimedia appendix with each paper. This on-line appendix is an adjunct to the print version of the paper, and may contain video clips, flash, images, graphs and charts, general numerical data, models, programs, and audio. A multimedia object that supplements the paper is referred as Extension. Since they are not present in the journal paper or in electronic form of the paper, a method of clearly and consistently referring to the material is required. Within the text we use the term Extension in a similar way to the terms Figure or Table. Like Figures and Tables, the Extensions have ascending integer labels starting at 1. Between Conclusion and Reference parts of the paper we add a part with the title "Index to multimedia Extensions" with the following text: The multimedia extensions to this article can be found online by following the hyperlinks from www.istpress.com. This is then followed by the index of Extensions. This index contains Name of Extension, Media Type and short description of the Extension content. Multimedia content of the papers are published on the Journal Web page at no additional cost.

8. References (12pt, bold)

A reference list MUST be included using the following information as a guide. Only cited text references are included. Each reference is referred to in the text by a number enclosed in a square bracket (i.e., [3]). 
References must be numbered and ordered according to where they are first mentioned in the paper, not alphabetically. Examples follow.
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10. Appendices (10pt, bold)
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
